Narrator: Once upon a time there was a mother pig who had three little pigs. The three little pigs grew so big that their mother said to them, “You are too big to live here any longer. You must go and build houses for yourselves. But take care and don’t let the wolf catch you.”
The three little pigs set off in search of a new home.

Pig 1: My name is …......................... and I’m going to make my house of straw.

Narrator: The three little pigs made their houses. They were very pleased with their work. They thought that their houses would protect them from the wolf. 
Pigs 1, 2, 3: If the wolf comes, he won’t be able to catch us and eat us! 

Narrator: The following day, the wolf appeared. He came to the house of straw which the first little pig had built. When the first pig saw the wolf coming, he ran inside his house and shut the door. The wolf knocked on the door and said:
Wolf: Little pig, little pig!!!! Let me come in!!!! Little pig, little pig!!!! Open the door!!!!

Pig 1: No, no!!! I won’t! You want to eat me!
Wolf: If you don’t open the door, I’ll huff and I’ll puff and I’ll blow your house down!!

Narrator: So he huffed and he puffed... The house of straw fell down and the little pig ran and ran to his brother’s wooden house.
